| agent for horticulture.

A few of the buds will be open
|in bloom when the other blos-
som buds are pink.

For each 100 gallons of spray
in hi "h pressure hose Sprayers,
Cordy rl’{.ﬁ"‘ll’l’lt‘,‘ﬂ("n 6 pounds
wettable sulfur or 2 pounds cap-
tan or 1'2 pounds ziram for
brown rot, plus 2 pounds mala-
thion for aphis, and 11z pounds
50 per cent DDT for tw
€rS.

Another spray of sulfur, cap-
fan or zirem should be applied
during fuil bloom, Cordy said.
He cautioned orchardists against
use of sulfur on apricots.
