It had been announced that
Landy, who had cracked the
four-minut- barrier more often
than any other man, would run
at a dual 'meet between UCLA
and USC in the Los Angeles
Coliseum May 5 and at the West
Coast Relays in Fresno May 12.

But yesterday American AAU
officials, headed by executive
secretary Dan Ferris in New
York, announced that the invi-
tation to Landy was '"highly ir-

regular" because it had not been
made through the proper chan-
nels.
Jeopardize Standing

"If Landy came to the United
States to run without approval
of our AAU and that of his
homeland," said Ferris, "he
would jeopardize his amateur
standing. As of this moment, we
have received no request from
anyone for permission for Landy
to run in this country."

However, Harold Berliner,
veteran AAU official and vice
chairman of the U. S. Men's
Track and Field committee, said
that no rules had been broken.

He said officials of the Cen-

tral California AAU and the
Southern Pacific AAU have
mailed applications to Ferris for
Landy to run in their meets.

Ferris said that since the for-

mal applications were en route
to his office, he was "sure it
can be arranged."
