|  Always, in the past, when-
| ever scientists have found a won-
derful new remedy, like vacci-
nation for allpox or antitoxin
for diphtheria, vaccination
against typhoid fever, or now,|
vaccination against polio, thous-
ands of well-intentioned people |
have banded together to fight
the use of the new treatment. Al- |
ways. of course, they have found |
some ammunition. In the ear.ly|
days of any new ireatment,
while it is being tested, and doc-
tors are learning to use it, a iew|
accidents are bound to happen.|
With cowpox, passed as it was
at first from person to person,
there were occasional contami-
nations with smallpox virus or
pus, or even syphilis. With pro-
tective serums, there were a few
deaths due to the injection of
horse serum into children highly
allergic to such material; and in
the case of the Salk wvaccine,
there were a (relatively) very
few deaths due to the entrance)
of live virus into some ampules
containing the medicine.

If the fighters against medical
health measures could, or would,
fight fair it would not be so bad,
but many of these people get so
angry that they get full of hate.
