trained foremen from this area
would be more valuable because
of familiarity with topography,
burning conditions and other
factors affecting fire fighting in
a particular locality.

The school includes courses in
large fire organization, radio
procedures and practice, time-

keeping and safety on fire lines
as well as demonstrations on
fire behavior and use of water.
Fir Control

George Flanagan, vice presi- -

dent and general manager of
Elk Lumber company, during
the introduction and orientation,
told the foremen his first experi-
ence with a cooperative fire con-
trol program was in Chester,
Calif., In 1941.

The program was developed
there, he said, after many pros-
pective forest fire fighters re-
fused to sign required forms for
fire fighting. Two or three lum-
ber companies cooperated in
starting the fire control program
there. He noted that when the
southern Oregon cooperative
program started, about 40 firms
were participating.

A program such as the South-
ern Oregon Conservation and
Tree Farm association cooperat-
ing with federal and state agen-- r
cies reduces fire losses, he said.

. Timber grows about 2 per cent
annually, he pointed out, and

; through cooperative efforts, fire
!t loss is kept to two-tent- of one

cent annually.

LUCY For more than five
years my husband, Daniel, has
been complaining about his job
and arguing with me that he
wants to make a change. The
first time he brought that up we
had a long and emotional dis-

cussion, and I finally agreed
that I would cheerfully go along
with him and take all the
chances entailed, although we
had just bought a heavily mort-

gaged home and had two chil-
dren who were little more than
infants.

No sooner had I agreed with
him that he should quit than he
went to see his boss about it
and got talked out pf his resolu-
tion in a very few minutes. With-
in three months my husband was
complaining again. A few weeks
ago he came to me and told me
that he had decided to leave his
job. I asked him what other
plans he had and he admitted
that he had none, that he would
simply take his chances.

I ventured to suggest that he
should have another talk with
his boss and tell him frankly
what his complaints were. At
this, he blew up and accused me
of having worn him down to the
point where he could not con-

tend with his boss. He said I was
to blame for the fact that he
surrendered to his boss five
years ago, when he had gone to
him to resign.

This was too much for me, and
I told him that he was continu-

ally undermining my security
by threatening to leave his job,
but that he was doing nothing
constructive to create an alter-
native way of earning a liveli-
hood.

Foreman duties in camp to
keep men in a group, see that
they are properly fed and cloth-
ed, and that proper orders are
given prior to going onto the
line were discussed.

Men in charge of falling trees,
heavy equipment and other over-
head positions were included in
the class.

fire fighters. The class was
taught by Curtis Nesheim, south-
west district warden for the
state, and H. A. Thomas, district
range; of the Ashland district,
Rogue River National forest.
Accurate Records

Lee Port Jr., of Salem, stress-
ed the need for accurate records
in timekeeping for men and
equipment. He pointed out that
accurate records are necessary
to avoid confusion and errors
in reimbursing man and equip-
ment for serving on the fire line.

George W. Kansky, . district
ranger at Union Creek, discuss-
ed safety on fires, pointing out
that one injured man will re-

duce efficiency and strength of
the crew. At least one man ac-

companies an injured man back
to camp, and in many cases two
or three are needed. Kansky
stressed the need of safety in-

structions to fighters regarding
hazards from falling burning
limbs, and use of equipment.
Fire Behavior

William Hughes of the state
forester's office in Salem demon-
strated fire behavior. Included
were how fire reacts when there
is no draft, in various degrees
of wind, how it climbs hills
and an effective means of con-

trolling the fire just over the
crest of a hill.

The demonstration was with
pine needles on an asbestos cov-
ered table.

Jackson county was sold by the
bureau of land management to
Olson-Ros- s Lumber company,
White City, April 19.

Most of the timber was killed
or damaged by the Sykes Creek
fire last September. The tract
represents one of the major
blocks of timber to be offered
for sale in the Sykes creek burn
and brings to more than 7,000,-00- 0

board feet, the amount of
timber sold by the BLM in the
burn, according to District For-
ester E. K. Peterson.

Olson-Ros- s Lumber company's
high bids were $28.50 per thous-
and board feet for Douglas fir,
S30 for ponderosa pine, $35 for
sugar pine, and $6.85 for in-

cense cedar. One other bidder
particiated in the oral auction
sale.
Speedy Reforestation

In order to assure speedy re-
forestation of the lands adminis-
tered by the BLM in .the burned
area, the purchaser will be re-

quired to plant 188 acres of the
