Puerto Rican woman whose
twins are only one year old gave
birth Monday to quadruplets in
a New York hospital.

Officials at Flower-Fift- h Ave-
nue Hospital said Mrs. Carmen
Medina, 25, and three of the
quads were "doing fine." The
fourth, and smallest quad, was
in "fair" condition.

"I can't believe it," Ciprian
Medina, gasped, Monday when
told his wife had given birth to
the quads, two boys and two
girls. "We just expected one. I
think I'd better earn more
money.

Dr. Leinard Hirsch, who had
suspected Mrs. Medina was car-

rying twins, said he was sur-

prised when the third child was
born and shocked when he saw
there was to be a fourth. He
thought for a time he was about
to preside over the birtn of quin-
tuplets.

When Hirsch informed Mrs.
Medina that she had given birth
to quads she sat bolt upright on
the delivery table.

The Medinas, who were mar-
ried in Puerto Rico in 1947, came
to the United States six years
ago. Medina recently had to quit
a job as a luncheonette counter-
man to take a night job with a
plastics company because doc-
tors told him he was too run
down.

The youngsters were placed
immediately in an incubator. The
girls weighed two pounds, seven
ounces and three pounds. The
boys weighed three pounds,
three ounces and two pounds 15
ounces. The quads each are 15
inches long.
