Spectator
Attends Tilt
At Own Risk

Salem i'U.R) The State Su-

preme Court ruled today that a
spectator at a baseball game as-

sumes the risk of being hit by a
foul ball.

The court, in passing on an ap-

peal of William E. Hunt against
the Portland Baseball club, held
that Hunt was familiar with the
game, knew the risks of watch-

ing it and appreciated the risks
when he sat in an unscreened
part of the stadium.
Hit By Foul

Hunt was hit by a foul ball at
Vaughn street ball park Aug. 8,
1952. when he left his seat in the
stands opposite third base and
headed for the exit.

He recovered a jury verdict
for $2,400 but Judge James E.
Crawford set the verdict aside
and entered judgment for the
ball club. Hunt appealed, claim-

ing the existence of the ball
clubs negligence was a question
for the jury to decide.

The high court, however, held
that Hunt knowingly placed him-
self in a risky area and that the
ball club was guilty of no unrea-
sonable conduct.

Cost 50 Cents

per cent or more disabled were
reminded that they are entitled
to fishing licenses for 50 cents.
