This
b-ings to the area about the af-
fected bone perhaps 20 times the
normal amount of blood, and
with this, the tissues feel warm
and {feverish. Because of the
marked increase in blood supply,
the bone gets larger and thicker
and it tends to bow. As a result
the patient can become a bit
bow legged. Rarely there will
be a spontaneous fracture. The
skull can be involved, and also
the lower part of the spine.
X-day studies will show an in-
creased density of the bone.
