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' Worst of Income

Corvallis — The worst of the
farm income decline may
past if off-farm prosperity con-
tinues, but prospects for
diate improvement
too good to Oregon State college
agricultural economists.

Large stocks of farm goods,

plus costly consumer demand
for more convenience in food
packaging, will work against

much boost in farm income with-
out a substantial increase in gov-
ernment aid, the economists said,

Long-range trends for prob-
able supply and demand of farm
goods are outlined in the current
Oregon Farm and Market Out-
look published by the college.
Copies may be oblained at local
county extension service offices.

National demand for farm
goods by 1965 is estimated at 17
per cent above present levels to
meet population increases and
changes in buying habits. Farm
production could increase beyond
this point and hold farm prices
down if known farm technology
were fully applied, economists
said.

Expecied consumer {rends by
1865 point to use of more meat,
more nonfat dairy produets,
more pouliry products, and more
fruits and vegetables but less
cereals, potatoes and milkfat.
The changes could help restore
farmers prices and purchasing
power.

Portland Grocery
Clerks Veto Offer

Portland — {U.F) — Union gro-
cery clerks Friday rejected a
wage increase offer by employ-
ers but no strike was called im-
mediately.

Union members met at 6:30
a.m. {o vote on an offer worked
out earlier in negotiations con-
ducted by the Federal Mediation
and Conciliation service. The of-
fer called or an 18l%-cent hour-
ly “package” raise spread over
a two-vear period.

A union spokesman said the
vote to turn down the offer was
at a 3-1 rate.

Paul Hansen, international
representative of the union, said
negotiations would continue and
there would be no strike imme-
diately. But, he =aid, one could
come “‘al any minute.” A strike
would affect most of the city's
large chain stores and some in-
dependents.

The rejected offer would have
given a payv raise of Tl2 cents
an hour retroactive to May 1,
with 6 cents more next January
1 and 5 cents more next May 1.
The 6-cent raise could have
been taken either as added pay
or for & health and welfare
program.
