A woman patient of mine who
was committed several times be-

cause of seyere depressions told
me that both her parents, al-

though gifted, had always been
somewhat alcoholic and unsta-

ble, and often on the verge of a
psychosis. Two of her grandpar-
ents were alcoholic, and on that
side, all the uncles and aunts
were either alcoholic or peculiar
or insane, as was one of the
cousins on that side. My pati-
ent's brother and sister were
very nervous but thus far had
escaped the tendency to drink.

Every man who looks at his
parents and grandparents and
uncles and aunts is likely to see
whence he got his tallness or
shortness or thinness or fatness,
the color of his eyes and hair,
his intelligence, his driving
energy, or his tendency to take
it easy, his good humor or his
quick temper, or perhaps his
interest in science or in writing
or in athletics. Along the way
he may have got his grandfath
er's diabetes, his mother's mi
graine, or his father's asthma
The power of heredity is very
strong, but many of us, who
want to bad enough, can fight
off our tendencies to nervous
ness or alcoholism. We can stay
sane.

I can remember when I was
a boy, hearing my physician
father tell of a sweet unmarried
school teacher who, every so
often, would disappear to drink
up a demijohn of whiskey. She
dreaded these awful weeks of
drinking, but at times the thirst
would overpower her, just as it
had overpowered her brother
and her father and some of his
brothers.

symptoms. He once had been
badly depressed. He said his
father, at times, had drunk
heavily, and all of this father's
five brothers had been drunk
ards. The father's parents died
so early that little is known
about them. The patient's moth
er tended to be depressed and
was a confirmed pessimist. She
had a bachelor brother who was
a drunkard and a gambler. A
sister was an alcoholic all her
life.

My patient had a sister who
occasionally drank heavily; an
other sister was often depressed
and suicidal; a brother became
mentally disturbed, and one of
the patient's nieces was an idiot.

Narcotics Experts

Alarmed at Higher

Smuggling Figures
Geneva, Switzerland (U.R)

Narcotics experts are alarmed
at figures which show that the
world's police forces in 1955
seized nearly one-thir- d more
heroin than the year before.

They believe that more than
twice that amount was smuggled
undetected across borders with
the United States and Canada
the principal "target" countries.
Refined at Source

The reason they are alarmed
at the seizures is that they show
the underworld which traffics in
illicit narcotics is refinine the
dope at the source converting
raw opium into crude morphine
and then into heroin.

The result is that the tinytubes of heroin are far easier to
smuggle. The centuries-ol- d opium
and hashish dealers still slip
their wares across the frontiers
by camel caravan, often in the
time-honor- manner of putting
them inside the camels and kill
ing the animals later to dig them
out of the stomachs.

But these days narcotics con-
trol officers are lust as likelv to
find the dope ingeniously sold
ered inside an automobile chassis
or tucked away among the elec-
tronic instruments of an airliner.

The United Nations Commis-
sion on Narcotics is now holding
its annual four-wee- k session
here.

Its committee on illicit traf-
fic reported "with grave con-
cern the developing tendency of
traffickers to convert opium into
morphine base at an earlier stage
in its movement from the nonnv
field than previously."
