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say to the judge, "Why waste
a day arguing about this red-herri-

that has nothing to do
with the case?" But this, of
course, under the rules, I could
not do.

In my later years in San Fran-
cisco a friend of mine, an emi-
nent superior judge, sometimes
used to drop in at the close of
a day to get help from me in
understanding a difficult .case

brought before him. In which
there was a medical problem.
So often he would leave saying,
"I learned more from you in
these 15 minutes than I learned
during a week's listening to the
arguing, back and forth, of those
experts. I see now that while
they were made to talk a lot,
they were kept from summing
up in a few minutes what is the
real rub of the matter."

To develop message for Tuesday,
read words corresponding to numbers

for this sort of thing some 45

years ago; when in cdurt I would
not be allowed to say, in a few
sentences, what I thought about
the case. All I could do was
to answer questions, often with
a 'yes' or a 'no.' Sometimes this
compelled me to leave an im-

pression that I did not want to
leave because it was wrong.

Often, I was led off by clever
questions into a useless and heat-
ed argument calculated only to
get the jury's minds far away
from the one important point
at issue. Often I wished I could
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was so obviously impartial and
just trying to help the judge
to understand the technical as-

pects of the problem. Often the
expert found the two parties
to the suit remarkably

and honest in their deal-
ings with him. Perhaps they
knew that they could not fool
him as they could fool 12 lay-
men who had no technical knowl-
edge of the matter. The doctors
were much pleased with the new
method if only because it did
not waste their time with silly
wrangling.

It is sad that we human beings
have had to learn so slowly what
should have been obvious from
the start. I saw the great need

Since 1952, in New York City,
an effort has been made to rely
for medical opinion on a panel
of unquestionably expert men
who do not have to depend for
their remuneration on either the
prosecution or the defense.

That's the. word from travel
experts in Washington who base
their estimates in part on the
fact that applications for pass
ports so far this year are run
ning 13.3 per cent over the same
period in 1955.

One reason for this increase
in Americans abroad is that for
eign countries have successfully
engaged in a promotion cam
paign to lengthen the vacation
season so that it includes not
only the summer months but. ex
tends from mid-Ma- y to r.

Spreading Out
Another feature is that U.S.

travelers this year will range
over a wider geographical area
than previously. Officials say
that not even the relatively
acute political crisis in the Mid-
dle East has discouraged travel-
ers to that area.

Americans are looking with
sharpened interest to inexpen-
sive Spain and to Austria and
some tours are planned to So-

viet Russia. Western Germany
is making its biggest bid since
the war for the tourist trade.

Nevertheless, France and
particularly Paris will prob-
ably still hold first spot in Euro-
pean popularity with the British
Isles and Italy about equal for
second place and Switzerland
next.
Others Trying

The tremendous dollar flow
that European countries have
found in tourist trade has in-

spired other areas to emulate
them. American countries re-

cently participated in an inter-Americ-

travel congress at San
Jose, Costa Rica, and adopted
the most elaborate program in
history.

Pacific and African countries
also are stepping up efforts to
attract tourists.
