Can' Coma Late in Life
Dr. Stack tells me that the

bowing can be in both the thigh
bone, or femor, and the lower
main leg bone, or tibia, and it
can be in the knee joint. Bowing
can come late in life, due to what
is called Paget's disease. In some
of these cases a good orthopedist
can straighten the bone or bones
involved.

Dr. Stack tells me that most
orthopedists are reluctant to op-
erate on people just to make
them look better.

New York U.R) Some kind

words on smoking were pre-
sented Tuesday to the annual
meeting of the National Tuber-
culosis Association.

Researchers of Tufts Univer-
sity School of Medicine, Boston,
reported that smoking doesn't
interfere with the breathing
processes of healthy persons and
may even provide "some im-

provement in certain aspects of
pulmonary ventilation."

On the other hand, smoking
caused "an impairment of the
mechanics of breathing" in per-
sons with heart or lung disease,
Drs. Ernest O. Attinger and
Maurice S. Segal reported, but
the effect was "only transitory."

Dr. Leonard Greensburg, com-
missioner of New York City's De-

partment of Air Pollution, said
smoking may be related to in-

creases in lung cancer but "con-
taminated air is also to blame."

Greensburg said "statistical
evidence is accumulating to indi-
cate that a portion of the in-

crease of cancer of the lung is
due to air pollution" caused
among other things by the "use
of internal combustion engines."
