to weaken, . providing an ideal
place for soil insects to thrive.

No farmer trying to grow a
bumper crop gives his land more
care than the man trying to
keep good grass groving on a
football field. This turf manager
takes soil samples to experts for
analysis, he uses fertilizer, he
studies new varieties of grass,
and he even goes to regional con-
ferences to hear experts lecture
on grass.

Now a new process has been
tried with encouraging success
at several important colleges and
universities and seems to give
grass a flying head start and
gives weeds no chance. Notre
Dame took the 'plunge with the
new process last spring by cul-

tivating its field, adding new
soil, organic matter and fertiliz-
er, and then using the new proc-
ess fumigation.
Not For. Amateurs

Tobacco farmers and others
with delicate crops have used
this process for several years.
First the area is covered. by &

plastic sheet sealed to the earth
all the way around, a quick
vaporizing liquid is put under
the cover, and the treated area
is allowed to rest for 24 hours.

During this time, the gas from
the vaporized liquid kills the
pests which cause most of the
trouble in grass. Not only are
living weeds and weed roots
killed, but also weed seeds, and
the area is left almost entirely
free from competing or injurious
growth of any kind. The cover is
then removed, and the earth al-

lowed to air for a few days. Then
the grass is planted.

On the clean, treated soil, the
grass seems to grow with the
vigor of a charging football line.
From a bare start late last spring
the Notre Dame football field
was covered with thick, strong
turf by September. The passing
of winter, when grasses dig their
roots down deep, has made it
even stronger.
