He pointed out that the pay-
load of the three-stage rocket
will be very small. The satellite
itself will be boosted into space
by an 1l-ton combination of
rockets, yet it will weigh about
20 pounds.

Smallest System

Metsger said the launching
system is the smallest this coun-
try knows how to build at this
time,

The officer said that the idea
of launching such a scientific re-
search wvehicle was repeatedly
proposed, studied and rejected”
prior to the White House go-
ahead that was announced last
summer.

He said the value to pure sci-
ence would exceed the military
implications of the satellite.
