caues it could help those many
mothers of greatly retarded
children who. because they live
far from a special school, must
struggle with the problem them-
selves. A while ago hundreds of
mothers were very grateful to
me for having told them about
Mrs E. D. Osterhout's book on
"Teaching the Retarded Child at
Home."

According to Mrs. Martin, the
big job is to teach the child to
adjust as best he can to the
world about him. Book learning
never can be one of his main
goals. His goal should be learn-
ing to get along with people.
Also, he must learn to perform
those everyday tasks, such as
eating, choosing his clothes and
dressing, which a normal person
does wilthout thinking. Mrs.
Martin says the words, "Go slow-

ly, go carefully, go steadily, go
prayerfully," best express how
a mother of these children should
approach her work. These chil
dren have a desire for routine
that is very strong, probably be-

cause of the sense of security it
gives them. New problems both
er them.

The book is attractive and con
tains diagrams showing how to
teach simple crafts. There are
suggestions as to the best type of
music for the retarded child.
Many children with an injured
brain are so very sensitive to the
higher notes that they cannot
listen comfortably to certain
pieces of music.

A number of songs are listed
as suitable for the children, and
a list is given of basic words
that they should be taught.
There is a short list of helpful
books a mother should read.

electric currents, small areas in
the brains of living and unan- -

esthetized cats, monkeys and
men who are perfectly comfort-
able with a fine wire running
down from a tiny hole in the
skull. Fortunately, the brain sub
stance has no feeling. Depend
ing on the point to which the
wire runs, the effects of stimula
tion vary. For instance, when
the stimulation was applied to
an area in the brain above one
ear, most of the animals became
a bit agitated and showed signs
of fear. A few, with a certain
temperament, were quieted by
the stimulation.

Stimulation of a certain part
of the brain of an animal might
make it violent and desirous of
biting, while the same stimulus
applied to an area of brain a
short distance away might pro
duce quieting. Stimulation of
certain areas seemed to give
some of the animals pleasure,
while stimulation in other parts
of the brain sent the animal into
a violent rage. Stimulation in
certain places caused movements
of some muscles of the animal,
or it caused movements of sniff
ing, licking, chewing, or biting.
Location of Brain Centers

These studies, naturally, are
throwing great light on the loca
tion of the many centers in the
brain, and already they have
given great help to experts who
want to know whence an epilept
ic fit is coming, and if perhaps in
the individual the disease can be
cured by an operation on the
brain.

Stimulation of certain parts
of the brain caused crying
salivation, changes in the size of
the pupil of the eye, blinking of
the eye, and, rarely, urination
a movement of the bowels, a
rise or fall in blood sugar, or
changes in blood pressure. By
stimulating a certain area in the
brain, the animal could be
thrown into an attack of rapid
breathing, such as is seen in
hysterical persons. In such an
attack a woman may pant like a
dog.

The reports of such studies
delight me because they are giv
ing us exact information in re-

gard to the functioning of the
brain in health and in disease.
At last, instead of weird theories
spun by men sitting in arm-

chairs, we are getting scientific
facts.

Dr. Alvarez hopes his readers
will understand that it would be
impossible for him to answer re-

quests for information or to at
tempt 'to diagnose by mail.
