visitor that the baby is asleep or
that it is time for him to sleep.

The Council Fred complains
that his wife is too yielding, but
his real complaint is that she
refuses to yield to his very tense
attitude about the raising of the
child.

Extremes should be avoided,
and the nursery ' should not be
the family conference room. But
Fred should realize that his feel-

ings about his spoiled little
brother are distorting his atti-
tude toward the raising of his
own child.

There may be too much family
in the nursery, but isolation may
be even more harmful than too
much attention. Besides, the rift
between father and mother is
more threatening to the child's
welfare than the situation he
describes.

If there is to be any policing
of family visits, it should be mod-
erate and tactful and not ex-
treme. And this job should be
shared and not imposed entirely
on the wife. Perhaps she should
try to restrain her relatives, and
the husband his.

Husband and wife should rec-

ognize the fact that they are re-

acting against each other's atti-
tude to the point where both are
extreme. They should make a
conscious effort to moderate
their attitudes; Fred should be
less deadly about his theories
and Evelyn should realize that
order and discipline are neces-

sary in the raising of a child.

On Duty in Chicago
Chicago (UR) Chicago has a

new "flying squadron" of 225

policemen created. to crack down
on crime in full force wherever
it pops up within the city.

The squadron has no perma-
nent beat but operates on rov-

ing assignments. It is sent in
to blanket areas where crime
rates are high or rising. .

The squadron is divided into
20 teams of 10 patrolmen and
a sergeant. Each team patrols a
beat about three to six blocks
long. Each team also has a traf-
fic man on a three-whe- motor-
cycle.

Four lieutenants and a cap-
tain complete the corps and
supervise its operation.

According to the American
Municipal Association, the spe-
cial unit is flexible. It might
work in one area for one night
and concentrate its efforts the
next night on a section of the
city miles away.

In each case, the "saturation"
