It
would seem, however, that when
a man and his wife long for a
child and agree to have one by
artificial insemination, no one
in the world should interfere or
say them nay.

The doctors
attending the convention felt
that this opinion by men who
know much about the subject.
and are trying hard to help peo
ple to have the babies they want,
should have much influence with
people who know nothing about
the matter. It should keep them
from meddling in what does not
concern them.
Mora Desirable Procedure

Experience has shown that, in
many cases, donor insemination
is a more desirable procedure
than is adoption. The fact that
couples desiring a family have
returned as many as four times
to the doctors to have another
artificial insemination shows
that they were satisfied with the
method. If the people concerned
are so satisfied and are made so
happy, why should anyone fuss
at them and make endless trouble
for them?

The many people who rise up
in wrath to say that women
should not be allowed to have
babies in this way probably do
not know that in a high percent
age of cases the wife is perfectly

thought that perhaps the disturb-
ance was due to nervousness. But
the lad was not nervous.
Thorough Examinations

He weni on seeing one oph-

thalmologist after another. All
gave thorough examinations,
but then said they did not know
what the trouble was. Today, 25

years later, the man tells me
that only now, by reading my
column, has he learned what
the thing is. It is part of a brain
storm that, in many persons,
ushers in a sick headache. Men
often have just the "fuzzy spell"
without the unilateral headache
that their sisters get.

Obviously, all of us who teach
in medical schools should be
concerned about this failure in
our teaching, and we must im-

mediately start telling our stu-

dents about migraine, which is
one of the commonest diseases
of men and women. Probably
one in four of the highly intelli-
gent and sensitive persons in this
country have inherited the
tendency. It is rare among the
less intelligent members of the
community. I often cheer and
console migranous women by
telling them that their trouble
is like a Phi Beta Kappa key
a sign of exceptional intelligence.
