get relief. It usually is limited to
one side of the head or face, and
usually it lasts less than an hour.
Often it begins suddenly and
ends suddenly. It tends to waken
the patient an hour or two after
he has gone to sleep. The pain is
steady, it is excruciating, burn-

ing, or boring. It commonly in-

volves the orbit and the temple,
but it may move down as far as
the neck or shoulder. The per-
son perspires; his nose gets stuffy
on the affected side, or it runs a

bit. His eye on that side may be-

come congested. Rarely is there
any nausea or vomiting, as there
is with migraine. The distress is
so great that most of these peo-
ple at some time have contem-

plated suicide. The disease is
sometimes confused with mig-

raine, and I have seen it in mig-
rainous persons.

It is sad when these persons
foolishly part with a number of
teeth. This does not help. Some
get alcohol injections of the
ganglion of the fifth nerves be
cause even a neurologist may fail
to recognize the typical story.
and may suspect that the person
has ticdouloureux. In six out of
10 cases the diagnosis is easy
because the injection of a third
of a milligram of histamine base
will immediately bring an at-

tack.
Daily Injections

The best treatment for reliev
ing the patient of the attacks is
desensitization of his body to
histamine. To accomplish this,
small amounts of histamine are
injected each day. Unfortunate
ly, in some cases, after the per-
son has been relieved for a
while, he may slip back into
another spell, and then treat
ment is difficult. About 95 per
cent of the patients will respond
to desensitization with hista
mine.

To stop a spell, one can try
the breathing of 100 per cent
oxygen; it works in some cases.
Naturally, the person must have
a small tank of the gas with a
reducing valve and mask ready
beside his bed.

A drug which will sometimes
stop a spell is dihydroergota-mine- ,

but an ampule of this drug
must be injected intravenously
right away. After an attack is
well under way it is hard to stop
it. Dr. Horton says that rectal
suppositories containing ergota-min- e

and caffeine (available in
drug stores) if taken at bedtime,
will often prevent an attack from
coming during the night.
