435 New Cases Reported

For the nation as a whole. 435
new cases of polio were reported
last week, 130 fewer cases than
were reported in the same week
of 1955.

So far this year, there have
been 3.365 cases compared to
4.676 last year. The paralytic
figures are less encouraging,
however. There were 212 para-
lytic cases last week compared
to 204 the same week last year.
And the paralytic total so far
this year is running only slightly
below last year, 1.740 compared
to 1.856.
Reason Unknown

Authorities said they don't
know the reason for the relative-
ly high paralytic rate. A par-
tial explanation, they said, may

be the fact that more cases this
year have occurred among very
young children who are more
susceptible to paralysis.

Salk polio vaccinations are de-

signed to prevent paralysis. Au-

thorities emphasized, however,
that it is too early 1o tell what
effect inoculations may be hav-
ing this year.
