For a
while this year I went up and
down this country trying to get
some money for research to im-

prove this situation, but every-
where I was turned away empty-han-

ded. If every wealthy
family with mentally disturbed
relatives would contribute gen-

erously of their funds something
could be done. What we need
are institutes newly . built In
which the modern type of re
search on the brain could be
carried out. I do not blame peo
ple for having refused in the
past to give money to

men. But today real
scientists are tackling the prob-
lem.

Dr. Alvarez hopes his readers
will understand that it would be
impossible for him to answer
requests for information or to
attempt to diagnose by mail.
