Those peas mature on the vine

over a considerable period. The
grower can pick his patch a
number of times and supply
vegetable markets for weeks.
Furthermore, the pods are large
and the peas are not very firmly
attached inside. That makes
shelling easier for the house- -

wne.
But the ideal peas for the

freezer and canner are peas
which mature all at once. No
pea patch is picked more than
once, and then by machine. The
pods should be smallish, with
peas tightly packed inside. The
shelling machines work much
more efficiently with that kind
of pod.

So here is where Barton and
his fellow plant scientists come
in. They're breeding the pea of
the future which will conform
m every detail to the machines
which gather it. shell it, scald it,
anc 'ai1 or freeze it.
noot Rot Fought

There are varieties of peas
riglit now which are suitable for
freezing and canning, of course.

they have their faults which
scientists are confident they can
eliminate in time.

For instance, all varieties of
peas are subject to root rots and
some are susceptible to virus dis- -

ease. But the technology involv
ing machines and factories can't
tolerate "bad years" when short
supply makes capital investment
idle.

Right now the New York ex-

periment station is crossing wild
peas from the Middle East, which
are harlly fit to eat, with the
succulent domestic varieties that
are welcome on every 1ab!e. The
foreigners are highly resistant to
rot and disease, however. The
