Then, by
studying the electroencephalo-
grams obtained through the
wire before and after treat-
ment, he can get some idea as
to how the drugs act. This helps
chemists, to make new and bet-
ter drugs.

MABEL My husband spoils
the children.

BOB They're better than
the neighbors'.

MABEL How can I get my
children to cooperate in the
home? We have two boys and
two" girls, the youngest ten and
the oldest 16. They seem to ex
pect to be waited on hand and
foot, and none of them is asham-
ed, even when there are visitors,
to see my husband helping with
the dishes while they do nothing.

My husband helps quite a bit
and never complains, but I can-
not help feeling that he must re
sent having to do housework aft-
er putting in a hard day at the
shop. Certainly it is not fair
when the children could make
that unnecessary if they would
put in a half hour a' day.

Not only do they not help out,
but they are totally irresponsible
and uncooperative in their habits
at home. They leave their cloth- -
es around wherever they please,
they never put their laundry
away in the hamper, and they
will even insist on carrying food
into the bedroom and never
think of taking the remains
away.

Whenever I try to argue with
them about this, my husband
either attempts to stop me or tak
es their side. I feel that I could
bring them in line of he were to
give me the slightest support. He
seems to prefer making a kitchen
drudge out of himself to bring-
ing up his children the right
way.

BOB My wife has got this
thing wrong. Our children see
what goes on in the other homes
of the neighborhood, and I must
say they are far better behaved
than most kids of their age in
this generation. I don't want to
drive them into resentment and
rebellion. So many of the young
sters spend little time at home
and tell their parents nothing of
their private affairs. I don t want
our children alienated.

They would help and cooper
ate if my wife were more easy-
going. The trouble is that she is
overworked and harassed be-

cause I can't afford any house-
hold help, and she loses patience
and nags the children. Naturally,
they react by being stubborn.

THE COUNCIL: Bob has not
found a satisfactory solution to
his wife's "nagging" or his chil-
dren's failure to cooperate. He
takes all the blame on himself
because he is not a big earner,
and he atones by punishing him
self with some of the kitchen
drudgery.
