Sabotage Suspected
In Colombia Explosion

Cali, Colombia U.P.) In-

formed quarters speculated yes-
terday that Tuesday's ammuni-
tion blast here was the result of
sabotage.

The blast, which tore a crater
some 70 yards across and 40 to
50 feet deep out of the subsoil
of the city and wrecked eight
business blocks, was the worst
catastrophe in Colombian his-
tory. National authorities began
airlifting relief supplies here
witriin hours of the explosion.

The latest official report said
at least 237 person were killed,
including 49 women and 43 chil-
dren. Unofficial sources estimat-
ed that the toll would run into
the thousands.

Seven army trucks ; loaded
with ammunition and explosives
went up in the blast.

Soviet Expedition Finds
Skeleton of Mammoth

London U.R) A Soviet
expedition exploring the wilds
of Arctic Siberia has discovered
the perfectly preserved skeleton
of a long-extin- mammoth, Mos-
cow Radio reported Tuesday.

The Mammoth, a shaggy-haire- d

elephant with enormous tusks,
roamed Northern Europe and
Asia during the ice age, up to a
million years ago.
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Rate of Mitchell

Flood Move Figured
Portland (U.R) The flash

flood that destroyed much of the
town of Mitchell last month was
a wall of water moving at the
rate of 960 cubic feet per second
per square mile.

The U.S. Geological Survey
has reported that in Meyers
canyon, a short distance away
from Mitchell, the flood reached
five times that rate of runoff.

The survey said the John Day
river basin was not the only
Northwest area glutted with
water during July. The Klicki-
tat river in southern Washing-
ton had the highest mean flow
for July in 30 years. And month-
ly mean streamflow was high
over part of the Flathead river
basin in Montana, the Spokane
and northern Clearwater river
basins in nothern Idaho and in
most of the streams draining the
Cascades in British Columbia,
Washington and Oregon.
