New Weapon Added
Against Road Deaths

Olympia, Wash.—U.F—Wash-
ingion, = leader in highway
safoty, has added a new weapon
to its arsenal for a continuing
campaign against traffic denaths.

The weapon is a roadside test-
ing unit capable of detecting
lrakage of lethal carbon monox-
ide into the interior of a vehicle.
A motorist may drive up to the
unit and avail himself of a free
check.

The state patrol purchased
nine of the testers on the the-
ory that carbon monoxide is to
blame for a high percentage of
one-car accidents, rear-end col-
lisions in congested areas and
accidents in which the driver has
fallen aslecp.

Other weapons which have
been used cffectively in the past
Include radar, loud-speaker cars,
alreraft, drunkometers, un-
marked patrol cars, volunteer
nationnl guardmen, a “point
system” by which accumulation
of violations can lead to license
suspension and spot checks at
key traffic routes
