When the doctors found that h
had died of the terrible black
plague that once almost depop-
ulated Europe, they went to the
place where he had gone for his
vacation and found, as thy ex-

pected, a number of ground
squirrels dying of plague. Doubt-
less, a flea from one of these
animals had bitten the man on
the leg. Now the health authori-
ties must kill off all the ailing
squirrels in that region.

In this case, it was found that
the girl had attended a big
church party in the Bronx. That
the infection had come at this
gathering was indicated by the
fact that two other girls who
had attended the party had got-
ten the disease. Dr. Louis Penn
got a list of the 150 or more
