Alabama Voters

Aim at Integration
Birmingham, Ala. (U.R)

Alabama voters stripped their
state constitution to remove
clauses that might be used as a
basis for enforcing integration of
public schools, returns from a
referendum showed today.

The segregation - conscious vo-

ters approved by a thumping ma-

jority in the referendum Tuesday
the bold act of removing their
state constitutional guarantees of
public school education.

This will empower the state
legislature to abolish the state
school system, if necessary, to
sidestep any court decrees aim-
ed at lowering classroom racial
barriers.

The voters also approved a
second broad constitutional am-
endment providing authority for
preserving segregation in public
parks and playgrounds.
