season may have passed its peak.
The number of cases reported

in the nation last week was 868,

compared to 943 the previous
week. It was the first drop in
the number of cases since the
polio season began last spring.

The service noted that over a
five-yea- r period, the average
time for polio cases to pass peak
incidence has been the second
week in September. It cautioned,
however, that there is always a

danger of later rises.
Polio cases this year have been

"running far below last year's
level. Last week"s 866 cases
compared with 2.056 for the

comparable week in 1955. And
for the entire "disease year" to
date, there have been 7.827 cases
in 1956 comparted to 15,128 in
1955.
