Washington U.R The

American Farm Bureau Feder-
ation asked the Agriculture De-

partment today to launch a po-
tato diversion program to meet
price declined.

The department last year paid
potato grower for diverting
lower grade spuds into itarch
and livestock channels.

The Sept. 1 crop report esti-
mated the 1 955 potato produc-
tion would be some 6 million
hundredweight larger than last
year.

AFBF President Charles B.
Shuman. in a letter to Agricul-
ture Secretary Ezra T. Benson,
said "potato prices in recent
weeks have been dropping rap-
idly."

With a larger fall crop antici-

pated, he said. "There is every
reason to believe that potato
prices will remain at relatively
low levels for the remainder of
the marketing season.

Shuman asked Benson to
launch the diversion program
"as soon as possible."
