Many a parent wonders what

Dr. Alvarez of thing, and
as a result are extremely cruel to
the poor child. I know, because
I went through this myself when
I was between the ages of 4 and
7. I suffered tortures from hav-

ing to sleep in a dark room at
some distance from the room of
my parents. Sometimes, when

Today I bless him in kindly
memory because he always came
running quickly to conifort me.

He would
have been even kinder if he had
left a small night light in my
room just bright enough to let
me see when I waked that there
was nothing around to be afraid
of.

One can buy little night lights
that will go into a base plug.
That there is need for such lights
is shown by the fact that in
every Pullman bedroom, there is
a faint bluish light for those
adults who still cannot sleep in
a completely dark room.

In most cases, as he grows up,
the child will get over his fears,
and will be able to sleep in the
dark.

One of the worst offenders
against children today is the
maker of animated, movies. I
remember once seeing a picture
in which poor Mickey Mouse got
into a dark basement, and out
from corners and cupboards
hopped all sorts of horrible gob-- 1

lins and ghosts and demons
which scared poor Mickey half
to death. I am sure that one day,
when I was a small child going
through a dark basements, and
my commonest nightmare has
always been one in which, as I
am going through a dark base-

ment, I brush up against some-
one standing there.
