Autopsy Called in

Death oTMedford

Man irr City Jail
Fay Walter Ferris, 56, of 330

North Front st, Medford, died
about 8 a.m. today in the city
jail. He was confined there yes-
terday on a charge of being in-

toxicated in public, police records
show.

Police Chief Charles Champ-li- n

said he has requested that an
autopsy be performed to deter-
mine the cause of death. It will
probably be conducted Monday,
he stated.

Police records show Ferris was
arrested about 1:40 p.m. yester-
day after Officer Milton Hansen
found him lying near the rail-

road tracks at the intersection
of Front and Jackson sts. He
went there after Larry Russell
Rock. 3074 Crater Lake highway,
had observed the man and call-
ed the police station.
Delirium Tremens

The officer's report indicated
Ferris was intoxicated, apparent-
ly suffering from delirium trem-

ens, and had a cut on his fore-
head.

The police officer summoned
Medford Ambulance service, and
Ferris was taken to Sacred Heart
hospital, where a physician
stitched up the forehead cut. and
recommended Ferris be taken
back to jail to sober up.

Chief Champlin said Ferris
spent the night in jail. This mor-

ning, several officers and other
prisoners observed him mum-

bling to himself, apparently still
delirious. He died a few mo-

ments later, the report said.

County Coroner Carlos Morris
was called immediately, and took

charge of the body.

The Medford planning com-

mission last night decided to re-

view the airport zoning plans
and make a preliminary report
and recommendation to the air-

port zoning board.
The airport zoning board au-

thorized the planning commis-
sion to review the plan. The
commission called for a public-
hearing on the airport zoning
regulation Nov. 13 at the city
hall.

City Attorney E. R. Bashaw
presented to the commission a
map of. the airport .area along
with regulations for zoning ap
areas to the airport. He pointed
out that the map and regulations
had been compiled in accord-
ance with CAA regulations and
that the purpose of the airport
zoning is to regulate the height
of structures within the airport
approach.

The commission recommend-
ed that the city council approve
the change of zone on South
Grape st. from 10th to 11th sts.
from class II (multiple family)
to class MA (limited commer-
cial). The action followed dis-
cussion that the area is changing
from a residential area to an in-

dustrial area.
The commission recommended

that the city council approve a
request from the First Free
Methodist church, 1266 South
Peach St., Medford, to be an-

nexed to Medford. A request
from the Church of the Nazarene
to vacate First St. between Holly
and Grape sts. was denied.

The commission decided the
vacation might possibly create a
fire hazard and that streets
should not be vacated because
of the difficulty in opening them
originally. Purpose of the re-

quest was to secure added safety
conditions for children in the
area.
