While en route to his triumph
in a lazy one minute, 51.2 sec-

onds. Bailey pulled the same
trick he used while upsetting
John Landy last May 5 at Los
Angeles. He slapped Landy on
the rear as he surged past to
win a 3:58.6 mile.

Today Bailey whacked Billy
Butchart on the posterior as he
galloped past him on the first
lap. Midway in the second lap,
he pulled alongside Don Mac-Milla-

turned and laughed and
went on to win easily.

One of the largest
crowds ever to attend a track
meet in this country gave Bailey
a prolonged booing as he finish-
ed.

Outcharged, outfought and
ouupirited through the first two
quarters and stunned by three
deadly passes, the Medford High
school Black Tornado brewed

It was the second conference
triumph for the defending titl-is- ts

and the league and district
opener for a Whitebird eleven
which amazed and heartened
its backers with its furious fight.
Victory kept the Tornado in
pace with Grants Pass in the cir-

cuit. The Cavemen dumped Ash-

land Friday to also chalk up
their second win.

Medford got the jump in the
battle here. Halfback Eldon
Francis journeyed 80 yards run-

ning back a Pelican punt and
end Dick Copple padded the
touchdown with a kick from
placement. But the favored
horde in red, white and black
twice had to come from behind
before it could thunder on and
dominate the game.
