I remember a woman
who became nauseated when
she found an inch-wor- in her
salad, and another who became
tenibly nauseated, and vomited
when her beau proposed to her
in a restaurant.

seated when pranksters in his
boarding-hous- e told him tl.at
unknowingly he had just eaten
pork.

A young woman patient of
mine suffered from much nau-

sea for some weeks after her
beau eloped with another wom-
an. Other women get nausea
when they found that the hus-

band was repellent to them.
I sometimes get nausea when

very tired, and I know business
men who, after a hard day in
the office, will wake with nau-
sea about two o'clock in the
morning. This never comes when
they are on a vacation.

Marine Corporal

Reduced, Fined
Parris Island, S. C. (U.R)

A Marine corporal Saturday
faced reduction to private and
two months of hard labor for
assaulting a recruit who failed
to say "sir."

A Marine court martial Fri
day refused to hold that Cpl.
Richard J. Bille, 21. of Erie, Pa.,
slugged the recruit, causing a

hernia, but found him guilty of

simple assault.
Bille was charged with strik-

ing Pvt. Donald Hamisfar, 20.
of Norwalk. Ohio, last Aug. 23
the day before he was hospital-
ized for hernia. Later he under
went surgery to correct the her-

nia.
The court deliberated only 55

minutes before returning the
verdict of guilty of simple as-

sault, with a finding of inno-

cence of t. After a
second deliberation of 40 min-

utes the court ordered Bille re-

duced to private, and ordered a

pay fortfeiture of $65 monthly
for two months.
