Rats Used in Study

Of Dieting Habits
Lawrence, Kan. (U.R) : Sci-

entists at the University of
ias are trying to learn more
about the appetites of

Americans by watching
the eating habits of rats.

Dr. David G. Fleming, assist-
ant professor of physiology who
is conducting the research, said
there is a certain portion of the
brain, the hypothalamus, and
certain substances in the blood
that affect appetite.

In the K. U. study, two rats
arc joined along one side from
the ear to the tail, making them
surgically produced Siamese
twins. Using this technique, the
brain factor can be separated
from the circulation factor. If a
nervous condition is the cause of
any change in food intake, only
one animal responds. If sub-
stances in the blood are respon-
sible, both animals respond be-
cause their circulatory systems
are joined.

The results so far indicate
clearly that substances in the
blood affect appetite, Fleming
said. But the big challenge is re-

lating the nervous factors to the
circulatory system.

"If we can define the role of
the hypothalamus, we think we
will have made a large step," he
said.
