Gomulka Leaves

For Moscow; Unrest

Grows in Poland

Russian Troops
Said in Country
Warsaw U.R; A high rank-

ing Communist party and gov-
ernment delegation headed by
Titoist party chief Tladyslaw
Gomulka left today for Moscow
and talks on the future of
Poland.

The trip by train to Moscow
for the showdown talks was at
invitation of Soviet Communist
party leader Nikita S. Khru-
shchev, who paid a hurried visit
to Warsaw last month when Go-

mulka led the move to shake up
Poland's old Stalinist party and
government.
Signs of Unrest

Their departure came amidst
new and disturbing signs of un-
rest in the Country and uncon-
firmed reports of new Soviet
troop reinforcements.

Observers said the "resign
tion"of Rokossovsky as defense
minister and vice premier was
an indication the present Polish
leaders do not feel the Russian
plan to make Poland into
another Hungary. Poland has
been sympathetic to Hungary in
its struggle.

The Poles were expected to
take up three major issues with
Russian leaders:

1. Relations between the Pol-
ish and Soviet Communist par-
ties, on which Gomulka is ex-

pected to insist on
by the Soviets in Polish

party policy.
Troop Movements

2. Trade affairs, including the
sale of one million tons of urg-
ently needed Russian wheat to
Poland .

3. The movement and sta-

tioning of Soviet troops in Po-
land Gomulka was expected to
insist on the right of prior
agreement by the Polish govern-
ment before troop movements
through Poland are made.

The reports said seven to 10
Soviet divisions crossed into Po-
land from Lithuania in the last
week, ostensibly en route to
East Germany. But some or all
were reported to have remained
in Poland.

Seoul, Korea (U.R) Presi-

dent Syngman Rhee said today
he had placed the Korean armed
forces on an emergency alert be- -

cause of inci- -

dents in North Korea that could
lead to Soviet intervention.

Rhee, in a statement issued
through the government infor-
mation office, said "several
bombs" had been exploded re-

cently in North Korea and there
is danger of 'drastic steps" by
Russia to hold on to the satellite.
Atomic Tests Indicated

Rhee did not say what kind of
bombs wefe exploded. His mili-

tary staff said recently it had
evidence of two atomic tests in
North Korean one last year and
one this spring.

Rhee said Republic of Korea
military leaders have put the
700,000-ma- n armed forces and
the national police on an alert
"in order to be ready to cope
with any emergency that may
arise from North Korea which
exploded several bombs re-

cently ."
He said the Korean people

phould not become "over ex-

cited" as a result or the military
alert, because all measures nec-

essary to assure ROK security
has been taken.

U. S. Military chiefs in the Far
East, presumably with access to
the same intelligence informa-
tion received by the ROK forces,
have said they know of no proof
that weapons have been intro-
duced or tested in North Korea.
