Miami's request was rejected
as a "matter of basic policy,"
according to the council and Tex-

New York V.P.I The story is
all Oklahoma in power football
this year, and the N'CAA pointed
out today in its weekly major-colleg- e

football statistics that the
sensational Sooners have been
the nation's best scoring team
over the past 10 years.

Latest figures on the 1956 pig-
skin chase show national cham-
pion Oklahoma leads the parade
in points scored with 41.7 per
game, in total offense with 421.4
yards gained per game, and in

rushing offense with 345.7 yards
gained on the ground per game.
No Team Close

No team is close to Oklahoma
in the scoring race. Arizona
State is second with 33.4 per
game, followed by Princeton
with 30.9 and Army with 29.9.

The NCAA pointed out that
Oklahoma over the past 10 years
has averaged 33.1 points per
game and an average of 379.7
yards gained per game, both
tops in the nation.

Trailing Oklahoma in rushing
are Ohio State. Army. Virginia
Tech, and Southern California.
The forward passing leader is
Washington State with a 214.8

yards per game average, fol-

lowed by San Jose State. Stan-

ford, College of Pacific and
Navy.
