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knob of muscle, a fib-
roid or myoma, on the side of
their womb.

One
surgeon wanted to rush her to a
hospital to operate as an emer-
gency, and the other said there
was no hurry, but he thought the
knobby uterus was better out.

I am sure my correspondent
would not accept an operation
if she were to talk to the woman
of 40 I just saw who, a year or so
ago, had a hysterectomy because
of a knobby uterus not pro-
ducing any symptoms. Now she
is almost hopelessly depressed
and in the hands of a psychi-
atrist.
