AN ORDINANCE declaring the

assessment on tne property oenefited

THE CITY OF MEDFORD DOTH
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section I. Whereas the City Council
did heretofore by Resolution delcare
its intention to lay a six 161 inch wa-
ter main on Crestbrook Road from
Modoc Avenue to Ellendale Drive and
on Ellendale Drive from Crestbrook
Road to Barnett Road in the City of
Medford, Oregon, and to assess the
cost thereof on the property fronting
on said portion of said streets in pro-
portion to the frontage of said prop-
erty, and did fix a time and place
for hearing protests against the laying
of said water main on said streets and
the assessment of the cost thereof as
aforesaid.

And Whereas said Resolution was
duly posted and published as re-

quired by Section 116 of the Charter
of said City.
