Dr. William Kirkpatrick, clin-
ic director, said there were many
reasons why such a facility can
be valuable other than the ob-
vious fact that it is cheaper than
running a regular hospital.

He said the fact that patients
can go home at night makes
them, and their families, more
willing to -accept treatment;
