Environment Assists

In Preventing TB

A sound tuberculosis preven-
tive program consists not only of
enhancing the resistance of the
body by specific measures, but
also the promotion of environ-
mental factors, according to Eu-

gene Thorndike, chairman of the
Jackson County board of health.

He noted that BCG vaccine
forms a resistance in the body,
and among environmental fac-

tors involved is an improved
standard of living, including im-

proved nutrition, lessened phy-
sical and emotional stress and
better housing. .

Dr. A. Erin Merkel, public
health officer, said the cost of
each individual case is about
SI 5.000 because of protracted
hospitalization and loss of earn-

ing power of the individual who
contracts tuberculosis.

' The fig-
ure is given by the National
Tuberculosis association, . and
varies with the community and
the case, he said.

During 1955, Jackson county
residents donated to the Public
Health association about 510,000
through purchase of Christmas
Seals. About 85 per cent of the
amount was spent directly on

g and tuberculosis.
The remaining 15 per cent went
toward broadening and intensify-
ing the preventive program,
Thorndike said.
