It rarely pays the patient to go
traveling from one clinic and
one diagnostician to another,
getting "complete overhaulings"
made. Usually nothing is ever
found except hardening of the
arteries and perhaps a high
blood pressure, and no medicine

arotind or the room is spinning
around him.
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This is called Meniere's dis
ease; it is thought to be due to
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something that has gone wrong
in the balancing mechanism as-
sociated with the inner eat Ac-

cording to Dr. Julius Lempert,
the trouble is due to tiny blis-
ters that have formed in the
membrane which lines the little
tubes that form the balancing
mechanism, but some other
otologists (ear men) are not yet
satisfied with this explanation.
An important point made by Dr.
Henry Williams, of the Mayo
Clinic, in his excellent book on
Meniere's disease is that if a per-
son shows no sign of deafness or
any disease in his ears he hasn't
the trouble that Meniere de-

scribed years ago.
Unfortunately, there is no

very good treatment for the
disease. Some people seem to
be helped when their table salt

In most cases, the per-
son's main hope must be that
the disease will quiet down and
leave him alone.
'Dizziness' Different

Thousands of older persons,
often past 60 years of age, com-

plain of a "dizziness" which is
very different. It is not a true
dizziness because rearely does
the person feel that he is spin-
ning around or that the room
is spinning around him. What he
feels usually is a momentary
loss of the normal sense of
balance which we all have. Com-

monly, this spell comes while he
is sitting or lying down, and the
thought comes to him how lucky
it was that he wasn't standing
up or crossing a street: then he

checks and a liberal dose of
credit formed an explosive mix-
ture in 1956 to trigger consumer

sales finish.

goods sales are
expected to swell by about four
per cent from the 1956 volume
to S 136.6 billion. Consumers
are also expected to up their ex-
penditures on all types of serv-
ices from S98.7 billion during
the past year to a record S102
billion in the new year.

The accumulation of y

inventories, which gather-
ed the most dust in major ap-
pliance stores in 1956. will taper
off somewhat this year.

However, a few storm clouds
appear to be gathering on the

Was a Bit Confused

of balance, he was a bit con-

fused; perhaps he felt numb in
one hand and arm, or he saw
double for a little while, and he
wondered if he was having a
little stroke. Perhaps later he
noticed that his memory was a
bit impaired, or he felt tired
and slowed-u- p and irritable. He
wanted to snap people's heads
off; and when he went home he
broke down and cried in front
