The delay, particularly Ironic
in Feller's case, is assured be
cause of a new rule governing
election, which stipulates a can
didate must be retired at least
five years before he is honored
Since the next election is in 1958
Feller won't be eligible until
1962.

The irony of the delay is that
no one could possibly question
Feller's right to be elected.
