Artificial Kidneys

In the "American Heart"
there is a story about a

married woman who last
May, after the birth by caesar-ea- n

section of a little girl, start-
ed going downhill fast with signs
of failure in the functions of her
kidneys and her liver. She was
unconscious and jaundiced, and
having convulsions every half-hou- r.

When her heart started to
race, and she developed a high
fever, the only hope left was to
clean the poisons out of her
blood with an artificial kidney.

Accordingly, her blood was
taken from a vein in one thigh
and sent through an artificial
kidney in which it was freed
from the poisonous substances
that were making her so ill. The
blood went back into her body
by way of a vein in her arm.

Soon the woman regained con-
sciousness. As she opened her
eyes, the first thing she said was.
' So my baby was a girl tell my
husband not to name her until I
get home." Within the month
the woman was well, and now
she is perfectly healthy. If this
terrible illness had come to her
a few years ago, she almost cer-

tainly would have died. No
medicine could have saved her.
Today more and more efforts are
being made to devise a small and
cheap artificial kidney which
can be available in every hospi-
tal in the land.

which is not producing any
symptoms and is not threatening
the person's life, it is foolish to
give a diet, the main effect of
which is likely to be the produc-
tion of great annoyance.

On the other hand, when a
man comes in with a serious and
alarming type of high blood
pressure, with a tendency to
failure of the- - kidney function
and dropsy, a low sodium diet
like the rice diet, can give him
a welcome respite from his dis-
ease.

As time has passed. I think
most physicians have come
around to this point of view,
and have lost faith in the idea
that a salt-fre- e diet in some
unexplained magical way can
cure anyone with high blood
pressure.

Now, I read in one of the lead-

ing German medical journals
that H. Saare, W. Kampmann,
and G. Schmidt, of Freiburg,
have concluded a nine-yea- r

study of a group of 90 patients,
all with a similar type of high
blood pressure. Half of them
were kept on a low-sa- diet,
while the other half ate what
they pleased. For the first three
years the patients on the diet
did better than did those not on
the diet, but during the next two
years those on the diet did so
poorly that, in the sixth to the
ninth years, the number of sur
