One key Republican sald Mr.
Eisenhower told them rising
caosts of defense and foreign mili-
tary aid would push the total to
about £70 hillion or more. An-
other said the total could reach
572 billion, depending on the
size of forejgn aid and whether
the United States finances nil
shinmenis for Europe as a re-
sult of the Middle Easlt crisis.
Excerds Previous Spending

Either spending figure would
exceed all previous peacetime
spending except in the 1852-53
fiscal year when federal outlays
soared. to $T4.3 hillion. During
this 12-month period the govern-
ment was operated half of the
time by former FPresident Tru-
man.

Estimaies of spending in the
eurrent fiscal vear — forecast at
S65.8 hillion by the administra-
iion last January already
have been revised upward to
$69.1 billion, and may have to
be changed again.

This
is the basis of my outlook for 1957, tempered of course by Russia.

1. World War 11T will not start in 1957,

2. 1057 will witness gradually increasing inflation.

3. Manufacturers will be faced with higher costs for both ma-
terials and labor.

4. All businesses will be confronted by increased competition,
oih within their own industries and from other industries.
| 5. More advertising will be necessary in 1857 if profits of
| manufacturers and retailers are to equal those of 1856.

6. Failures will increase in 1857, both as to numbers and labil-
ities. Thousands of small concerns will be wiped cut. One ar two
of the largest corparations will face bankruptcy or reorganization.

7. Cost of living will rise slightly during 1957.

8. Mozt labor unions will hesitate to make public fights for
higher wages, but will work for shorter hours, pensions, and

“fringes.”

8. Europe must pay so much more for oil that it wiil have less
maoney for purchasing other goods.”

10. Unexpected evenis will occur during 1857: however, as a
whole, business will remain fair, but with smaller profits.
