I gave her nothing for the itchy
little blisters, but gave her a
few sleeping-tablet- s to help her
to get rest during the nights, and
she was well in two weeks! If
my angry correspondent had
only looked back at my column
she would have seen that what
I had said was that in young
people an attack of shingles
seldom amounts to much, but in
the cases of old people, an at-

tack can be very severe and long-lastin-

and highly resistant to
all known forms of treatment
which unfortunately is true.
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They are tremendously impor-
tant in science, and yet, in a
quotation, they are commonly
ignored or deleted.

I will never forget my em-
barrassment one day years ago.
I had said in an address before
a medical society that on ques-
tioning 230 adults who had had
a chronic appendix re-

moved surgically to cure some
nervousness or gas or diarrhea
I had found three who had been
helped: the others had said they
had gotten nothing from the
operation. What happened then
was that a cub reporter forgot
my qualifying words, and wrote
that' I had said that only 3 out
of 250 operations for appendicitis
were successful! He forgot the
words, "adult," and
"chronic," and, as a result, many
of my medical friends thought
I must have lost my mind.
Scathing Letter

I remembered this recently
when I received a scathing letter
from a woman who accused me
of gross ignorance and vicious-nes- s

"in saying that a salt-fre- e

diet is of no value." What the
woman had failed to note was
that I had used many qualify-
ing words. I had said that a
salt-po- diet can be a life-sav-

in certain cases of severe in-

jury to the kidneys, or of heart
failure in which dropsy is a
symptom. I said a salt-po- diet
could at times be helpful in tid-

ing over persons suffering with
a bad attack of the severe type
3 or 4 high blood pressure. But
I said I doubted if any expert in
the treatment of high blood pres-
sure would think of prescribing
a strict salt-po- diet for a wo-me-
