People ask me what tenosyno-

vitis is, and my answer is that
the word is made up of three
Greek roots which mean a ten-

don, the oily fluid contained in
the sheath of the tendon, and
inflammation: in other words, it

What is it due to? I doubt if any-
one is sure as to the cause, but
it seems probable that this dis-

ease is related to fibrositis and
arthritis. The commonest cause
of aches in the muscles, tendons,
bursas (little sacs which serve
as pulleys for tendons) and tis-

sues around joints, is fibrositis,
and this is a sort of milder broth-
er of arthritis. It does not pro-
duce the deformity and crippling
that the worst forms of arthri-
tis produce. The treatment of

tenosynovitis is usually hot baths
and light massage.
