Dr Alvarez half of the
ses. Then another operation |
may have to be performed. The
trouble lies not so much in the
gallstones as in the inflammation
in the wall of the gallbladder.
Many persons say, “The other
day, during a routine examina-|
tion, the x-ray man discovered
that 1 have several large gall-
stones. They never bothered me, |
but now my surgeon wonders if |
he ought to operate on me right
away. What do you think?" For-
ty years ago 1 used to do what I
had taught to do, and 1
told persons with gallstones that
il had better have them out.
But gradually, ag years passed,
and [ saw s0 many hundreds of
cases in which the gallstones,
long present, had never pro-
duced and distress of any kind,
and I saw at autopsies the bodies
of so many hundreds of persons

in whom “silent” gallstones were
found incidentally, that 1 lost my
enthusiasm for ordering the im-
mediate removal of the gall-
bladder, Then my old friend,
Dr. John Blackiord, of Seattle,
reported that for 25 years he
had kept in touch with a few
hundred persons who had had
gallstones, and half of them had
never had any trouble from
them.

As a result, I now never ask
a woman to part with her gall-
stones unless they are producing

| attacks of severe colicky pain,
| or are causing much indigestion,

gas, abdominal discomfort or
severe constipation, I tell her of
the small risks that she will run,
and then [ let her decide what
she prefers to do.

Years ago | was influenced
by the statement of some auth-
orities that gallstones commonly
produce cancer of the gallblad-
der, but a while ago 1 stopped
worrying about this possibility
when 1 read, in a large series of
cases of persons with gallstones
who long ago had been insured
by the Metropolitan Life Insur-
ance Co., it had been found that
their final mortality rate had
been only about one per cent
higher than that for persons
without gallbladder trouble. Ob-
viously, then, the danger of get-
ting cancer of the gallbladder,
when one has stones, is mighty
small.
