Most Polio Patients Can Now Be
Gotten Out oi the Iron Lung

Dr. W. Kenneth Lane, of the
National Foundation for Infan-
tile Paralysis, recently reported
in Copenhagen that most polio
patients who were in an iron
lung can now be gotten out of
it. Of 35 persons who had been
in a respirator for long periods
of time, 18 now are weaned
from this aid. Thirty-fou- r of
them are able to be at home.
Only one of them still must
stay in the iron lung all of the
time. Twenty-nin- e are able to
feed themselves, six are back
at work; and another five ex-

pect to go back to work eventu-
ally. Ten of the women are
mothers and are taking care of
their homes. Eight of them n.?ed
some hired heip. Of the five
children of school age, three
are back in school, and another
is expected to go back soon.

So strong is this belief that
the shadow is the soul that many
people even today refrain from
stepping on another person's
shadow except when they del-

iberately wish him ill.

The hearty human sneeze is
frought with unseen dangers. It
is widely believed that the soul
can escape from the body at the
moment of sneezing and some
formula is repeated quickly to
prevent this dire happening or
to bring on luck.
