The senators' two little cars,
carrying 18 passengers per run,
scoot along at 12 miles an hour
and are about as safe as your
living room. That is unless you
stick your feet or elbows out the
open sides or take a header
while the car is in motion.

Across the years since the
cars started running in 1908
there have been only a few
tumbles, none serious.,

A few thousand of the tax-
payer dollars recently were
spent to install automatic slow-u-p

devices on the sharp curves
and toward the ends of the
lines. This eliminates the pos
sibility of human error on the
part of the operators.

Officials in the Capitol arch-
itect's office say that if and
when the expanded subway sys-
tem gets jnoving, folks will be
able to whiz along at between
25 and 30 miles an hour.
