Since mid-November, these
commentators point out, the
Communist Chinese government
has pursued its vigorous policy
toward Asian neighbors like In-
dia and Burma; thrown its|
weight on the side of Russia in
the troubled Middle East, and
jumped into the middle of Rus-
sia’s problems with the East
European satellites — possibly
strengthening a shaky Commun-
ist alliance

If this trend continues, the
West may some day have to
deal with Red China as one of
a new “big three” —Washinglon,

~Moscow and Peiping. On these

“terms the world balance of pow-
er might shift dangerously in
favor of a unified, aggressive
Communist bloc. And the U.S,
may be forced to deal as an
equal with Peiping, a Commun-
ist government that it does not
now recognize.

The next startling develop-
ment was when Red China pre-|
sented itself as a3 power with in-
terests in Europe as well.

The Hungarian revolution had
given international Communism
its worst setback to date in the|
eyes of world opinion.

On New Year's day Chou in-
terrupted his Asian tour. After
a week of conferences in Pei-
ping. he spent two weeks trav-
eling through satellite Europe
mending Communist fences and
repairing satellite ties with Mos- |

Drifting Away

There was some evidence dur-
ing December and January that
the new Polish government of
Wladyslaw Gomulka was drift-
ing away from Moscow and
closer to the kind of independent
Communism which characlerizes
the Yugoslavia of Marshal Tito.

Stalin Bandwagon

Red China’s Premier Chou En-
lai jumped on the “back to
Stalin” bandwagon during his
January visit to Moscow, and,
some belieye, helped the Krem-
lin reverse a trend of the past
two years.

“De-Stalinization" had started
at the 20th Communist party
congress in Moscow in Febru-

ing Russia was most important.
Chou's principle of “preserving |

Communist unity,” appeared to|

Meanwhile, there is much
speculation on the meaning of
Red China's new role in the

world. Here are some current in-
terpretations: |

On the economic side, Com-
munist Chinese leaders believe
that their own system can sur-
vive only with continued aid
from Russia. Any rift between
Russia and the East European
satellites would create an eco-
nomic as well as a political drain
on Russia, and might impair |
Russia’s aid to Red China.

Politically, the “ultimate wvic-
fory" of Communism requires
real unity in the Communist
camp. Too much satellite inde-
pendence weakens the world
Communist movement, and may
delay its final victory. This is
just as important to Peiping as
it is to Moscow.

Questions Survival

Finally, it may be a question
of survival. Russia and the
world Communist movement are
in real trouble as a result of in-
ternal unrest—not only in the
satellites, but in Russia and Red
Ching themselves. This analysis
is supported by reports of mass
arrests during January in China |
and of student protests in Russia, |
followed by a grass-rools hand-|
shaking tour of Russia by the
Kremlin's top leadership late in
January.

Because of all this unrest in
the Communist world, these ob-
servers believe, both Peiping
and Moscow are alarmed. They
feel they must *“crack down"
now hefore dissatisfaction gets
out of hand. Chou's trip was

Khrushchev denounced former
dictator Stalin for a host of mis-
deeds :
Quickly the downgrading of
Stalin became fashionable
lhroughout the Communist
world, and anti-Stalin Commu-
nizts who had been-hanged or
imprisoned were ‘rehabili-
tated.”
Cautiously Attacked

De-Stalinization in China,
however, never went quite so
far as in other countries. Al-

though Stalin was cautiously at-
tacked in the party press, early
in the campaign to discredit the
ex-leader Chinese party officials
recalled Stalin's “indelible
achievements."

In the opinion of many stu-
dents of the situation, the anti-
Stalin campaign led inevitably
to the unrest which plagued the
Communists in Poland, Hungary
and possibly inside Russia it
self. It was as if the safety valve

| had been opened and could not
[be closed again.

Since November Russian lead-

|ers have appeared to be closing |,

the safety wvalve, returning to
praise of Stalin, At Chou's Mos-
cow reception in January,
Khrushchev called Stalin “an ex-
ample of a good Communist.”
Chou vigorously’ applauded the
new Khrushchey line.

It has been suggested that
Red China may be friendly to
the memory of Stalin, who had
been denounced as leader of a
“cult of personality,” because
Peiping has ils own “personal-
ity" problem. Mao Tse-tung,
head of the Chinese Communist
government, has been glorified
in China somewhat as Stalin
once was in Russia.

In any event, observers agree
that firm control of future un-
rest is important to leaders in
both Moscow and Peiping. If
current irends are a key to the
Russia and Red China

Refinancing of

Federal Debt Seen

|  Washingion — UP} — The
| Treasury reported today it has
been moderately successful in re-
financing $10.7 billion of the
gavernment debt which falls due
shortly.

It did so, it said, by offering
the highest interest rates on
|short term securities since the
depression days of 1933.

The Treasury said it has ex-
changed nearly $8.9 billion in
maturing securities for new
issues, leaving about $875 mil-
lion or 8 per ceni, to be re-
deemed in cash.

The government's over all

debt is $275 billion, but only
£10.7 billion of it must be re-
financed at this time.
Treasury officials conceded
at the cash demand on matur-
ing issues was slightly higher
than had been expected. Many
|holders of the securities, they
|said, apparently want cash to
| pay their income taxes.

The government's cash bal-
ance on Tuesday was $1.6 bil-
lion, slightly lower than normal. |
One official said the $875 mil-
lion remaining to be paid will
be a “pretty substantial drain”
on the balance.

But he said it still is “too
early to tell" whether the gov-
ernment will have to issue new
securities to cover it.

‘Bond Issue Defeated
For Josephine School

Grants Pass—A $800,000 bond
issue proposed to finance con-
struction of a new high school in
the Josephine county-unit school
district was defeated here Wed
nesday by a 1,361 to 840 vote,
according to unofficial district
tabulations.

Defeat of the bond issue means
the district will continue its tui-
tion agreement with district 7,
Grants Pass, under which some
630 students living in the county
district currently attend Grants
Pass schools.

This was the second recent
bond issue held in the county,
one being defeated and the other
being approved by district 7 vot-
ers to finance construction of a
new junior high school.

The district board is expected
to take some action on the matl-
ter Monday, according to County
Superintendent Elmer Fleming.
There probably will be an in-
formal agreement that the coun
tv-district board will extend its
contract with district 7, he said.
