Last of Counterfeit

Ring Said Caught

Los Angeles— (ULP) —The last
member of a check counterfeit-
ing ring that cashed 20 checks
ranging from $2,000 to $10,000
each in four major cities was
scheduled to be arraigned be-
fore U.S. Commissioner Theo-
dore Hocke today.

The suspect, identified as
Richard Lee Coons, 21, El
Monte, Calif. was seized Satur-
day by FBI agents at the home
of a friend where he was found
hiding underneath a bed.
