Some,
when out with a beau, would get
so nauseated or full of gass that
they could not eat a mouthful
of food; others would get diar-
rhea.

Quite a few men and women
failed to get married because of
some physical handicap, such as
a squint, a polio arm or leg, a
club foot, stuttering, or some
spasticity. A few persons said
they had not married because of
a bad inferiority complex. Be-
cause of this, quite a few wo-
men who were decidedly good-lookin- g

had refused to go out
with men of their own set.
